Association Work on NAEA Strategic Plan Initiatives:

Learning—develop effective leadership, teaching and advocacy for art education:
AENJ supports effective leadership in the arts through encouraging and financially supporting executive board attendance at NAEA, and awarding grants for AENJ members and students members to attend NAEA.  In 2012 we awarded two members grants of $500 each to attend NAEA 2013. In June 2012 AENJ sent three member of the executive board to Team East. We also give YAM grants (we gave 2 in 2012) to members that apply. These grants are to be used for materials/ hands-on activities during their Youth Art Month ceremonies.
Community—build a professional community:

AENJ is always working on developing stronger alliances with NJ Performing Arts Center (NJPAC) by running a design contest for work for the state anthology magazine, and our many NJPAC exhibits.  AENJ is working to create stronger alliances with the NJAEP and the NJDOE as well. We support Art Education students through discounted membership and fees to conference, and also provide space and support for student roundtables and presentations at conference. We provide several rooms free of charge and a free lunch to the students at our annual conference.
Research/Knowledge—assess programs/services and provide access to information on policy:
This year AENJ once again published ArtBeat, our professional Journal.  This 42 page magazine was filled with informative articles, all dealing with professional improvement. We are trying to incorporate varied ways of disseminating information to our members which include digital newsletters and links on our website.
Advocacy—communicate the value of visual arts: 
AENJ was once again awarded an award for our YAM program. We work hard to communicate the value of the visual arts through exhibits and community contact, letters to administrators, website information and published materials.
